REPORT OF THE ADVISORY COMMITTEE

Over the last several years, the Town has had to defer
modernizations, refurblshings and malntenance actlons in order to
keep expenses under restrictlons of Proposition 2%,

Whille special articles and operating budgets have been
contalned in the limits of Proposition 2%, no longer is it possible

to defer these modernlgations, refurbishing and maintenance actions
wlthout near term action.

To defer any longer would only significantly increase the
cost to the Town in the relatively immedlate future.

Furthermore, whille we have recommended a 5%% salary increase,
many town departments have taken issue and are requesting additional
increases., - ’ ‘

These issues cannot, however, be addressed adequately within
current budget requests and limitations of 2%.

It 1s the Advisory Commltiee feellng that these 2 major issues
have to be addressed now and a plan of actlon has been initiated.

To understand this plan and evaluate the impact on the Town
and you, the individual taxpayer, we urge all Town's people to come to
the Advisory Committee Budget Hearing on March 22, 1988 at 8:00 P.M.,
in the Town House auditorium. Listen to departmental concerns, express
your feelings, ask questions and participate!

anticipated projects requiring Town Meeting action during
the ensuing six years. The Committee shall consider the
relative need, impact, timing and cost of these expendi-
tures and the effect each will have on the financial
position of the town. ©No appropriation shall be voted for
a capital improvement requested by a department, board or
commission unless the proposed capital improvement is
considered in the Committee's report, or the Committee
shall first have submitted a report to the Board of
Selectmen explaining the omission.

Section 3: The Committee shall prepare an annual report

recommending a Capital Improvement Budget for the next
fiscal year, and a Capital Improvement Program including
recommended capital improvements for the following five
fiscal years. The report shall be submitted to the Board
of Selectmen for its consideration and approval. The
Board shall submit its approved Capital Budget to the
Annual Town Meeting for adoption by the town.

Section 4: Such Capital Improvement Program, after its

adoption shall permit the expenditure on projects included

therein of sums from departmental budgets for surveys,
architectural or engineering advice, options or apprailsals;
but no such expenditure shall be incurred on projects
which have not been so approved by the town through the
appropriation of sums in the current year or in prior
years, or for preliminary planning for projects to be
undertaken more than five years in the future.
